The Mar Vista Middle School SSPT is wholly committed to providing a safe, supportive, and positive environment that contributes 
to the academic and social success of all students. The SSPT in collaboration with the principal and other school faculty 
contribute to the update of the Comprehensive School Safety Plan. 
The SSPT encourage connectivity among students and between the students and school with 
the Before/After School Activities Program (B/ASAP). B/ASAP provides non-school time 
recreational and academic activities five days a week, during the critical hours after school, when 
youth crimes are most likely to occur. Counselors actively monitor student progress as a result of 
B/ASAP, academically, socially, and in the area of community involvement.  

In collaboration with school counselors 
and B/ASAP staff, the SSPT have implemented the Olweus Bullying 
Prevention Program at Mar Vista Middle School. With the newly 
implemented program, bullying incidents have decreased through staff, 
student, and community awareness and counselors’ conflict-resolution 
strategies. According to the 2008 California Healthy Kids Survey (CHKS), 
more than fifty percent of all MVM students have not experienced physical 
violence or threat of physical violence on school property.

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Our SSPT understands the value of student results concerning the implementation of National Standards. In assessing the 
needs of MVM students, the SSPT critically evaluates data derived from standardized testing, academic achievement, and 
individual student counseling conferences. The collected data is used to refer students to appropriate programs and services to 
facilitate student success. It also allows the SSPT to make adjustments to improve existing programs or implement new 
programs to effectively address students’ evolving concerns. The accumulation and results of this data present a clear 
connection between SSPT intervention and student success. 
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Mar Vista Middle School holds its community partnerships and resources in high regard. Along with tutoring, sponsorships, 
mental health referrals, support groups, and grants, the outside services provided only help to enhance the work of the SSPT for 
the students, MVM staff, and community. The SSPT work closely with CFS to instill and motivate a college-going attitude within 
students. CFS is a partnership between the Sweetwater Unified High School District (SUHSD) and San Diego State University 
(SDSU) in which MVM students, and students from SUHSD, are guaranteed admission to SDSU. CFS also hosts various college 
preparatory activities, campus field trips, and parent nights.  
 
In addition to our community partnerships, MVM relies on the support and hard work of our parents and volunteers. Without their 
hard work and support, many activities sponsored by the SSPT, such as after school activities, Open House, San Diego State 
University Fieldtrip, College Making It Happen Night, Dinner with Counselors, and Coffee with the Principal could not be possible.

Personal/Social Development: 
Standard A Students will acquire the 
attitudes, knowledge, and interpersonal 
skills to help them understand and 
respect self and others. 
Students received an in-class 
presentation from school counselors on 
school procedures, behavior 
expectations, and services available to 
them, with an emphasis on altruism and 
respecting oneself and others. Since the 
onset of these presentations, 
suspensions and expulsions have 
decreased. 

Academic Development: Standard 
B Students will complete school with 
the academic preparation essential to 
choose from a wide range of post-
secondary options. 
Counselors met with all students to 
discuss improvement strategies for 
core courses based on CST scores. 
Students were encouraged to 
participate in the B/ASAP Math 
Tutoring sessions. In one year, 8th 
grade students with CST Algebra I 
scores of Advanced or Proficient have 
increased by 117percent. 

Career Development: Standard A 
Students will acquire the skills to 
investigate the world of work in 
relation to knowledge of self and to 
make informed career decisions. 
The SSPT collaborates with Compact 
for Success (CFS) in familiarizing 
students with college-going culture. 
Student participation in the College 
Making It Happen Night has 
increased since its introduction to 
MVM. The increase can be attributed 
to the CFS mentor conferences with 
students, along with individual 
counseling and referrals.
